Year 10, 5-8 core
classes are at intermediate level again based on Year 9 end of year results.

For Year 9 core classes 1-3 are at advanced level and 4-6 are at intermediate level.
Again the level of class a student is in was determined by the end of the previous
years results.

All classes in the advanced level are equivalent and all classes at intermediate level
are equivalent. We do not have any standard classes in Years 9 and 10.
